    Pointe: A classical dance form focused on technique 
work, ankle strength, and mobility.  

     Wheelchair Technique:  A class focused on wheelie 
work, techniques, strength, and endurance for both the   

stand-up and sit-down dancer.

     Adult Summer Dance Workshop: An intensive 

week-long workshop for ages 16+ that includes           

instruction in technique, composition, improvisation, and 

repertory that is translated and adapted for dancers of all 

abilities. This workshop may also serve as an opportunity to    

audition potential trainees and apprentices for the  Company. 

     Youth Summer Dance Workshop:  A week-long 

workshop for dancers and dance enthusiasts ages 5 to 15. 

Includes instruction in technique, choreography, and   

repertory. No experience necessary to come, learn,        

and have fun! 

     Theatre Arts Camp:  A two-week camp for children 

ages 7-14. Presented in collaboration with The Cleveland 

Museum of Art, the camp integrates visual art, dance, and 

theatre to provide a comprehensive education in the multi-

arts. Each year the theme is altered for new and exciting 

learning opportunities!
